Bulk Glyphosate handling systems  

On April  4th, 2010 Rack Petro-
leum Ltd. completed the first 

tanks for delivery to new Bulk 

Glyphosate customers in West-

ern Canada. New Racketeer 
farm customers were excited to 

receive the new handling system 

which makes handling the prod-

uct more convenient.  The sys-

tem is easy to use  

For $10 dollars per year and a 

small administration fee Rack 

will deliver and place the new 

bulk handling system into the 
farm yard. All that is required of 

the customer is to create a 12õ x 

12õ gravel or cement pad and 

hook up a 220 volt electrical line 
to drive the 3 hp pump that 

dispenses the product. Once 

placed the Racketeeer delivery 

unit delivers the product in bulk 

just like fuel.

The  tank is a patented design 

that considers all of the strin-

gent environmental require-
ments of hazardous  chemicals. 

Although glyphosate is not con-

sidered to be a hazardous com-

pound Rack decided to treat it 
as such anyways. The tank is 

designed with secondary con-

tainment to hold product in the 

event that the primary contain-
ment springs a leak. The primary 

holding tank comes with a sec-

ondary drip well so that any 

drippings from the delivery 
nozzle are also contained. Once 

in place the container and pump 

are sealed and locked providing 

security for both product    

integrity and theft protection. 

The system is supplied with an 

electronic meter (not legal for 

trade) that allows the user to 

dispense the product in known 
quantities for their use.  Rack 

also supplies each customer 

with a 450 litre pod for use on 

their transport vehicle. 

Cash flow for farm customers 
was also a consideration when 

developing the system. Farmers 

who want to take advantage  
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of the Racketeer system can put  

20% down upon ordering and 

pay the remainder as it is being 
dispensed with 2 pay periods 

one at the end of June and the 

other by end of October. This 

allows rack to be efficient with 
large delivery amounts while 

allowing the producer to pay for 

it as they use it.

This can mean 

adding a few dollars an acre with 
zinc seed treatment to a fully 

integrated program including 

seed treatment nutrition, granu-

lar soil building nutrition and 

foliar nutrition.
